Some of you may have noticed a recent story regarding the school system indicated the
Awano/Grand Forks student exchange is going from annual to every other year. The reason
is that the Japanese government, in a cost savings effort, is consolidating municipal
governments. Awano is one of them. Their municipal system is merging with a nearby town
and that effectively eliminates Awano as an actual city. The people and the community remain

intact, but they are no longer a city. What does this mean to us? Grand efforts, including
working with Forks no longer has an "official sister city" in Awano. There remains strong ties
with the community and the people and that is demonstrated by the move of the new
